Ø Friday is the next best shot at widespread 
gusty winds 20+ MPH possible. Expecting 
SE winds for the weekend.

Forecast Discussion

Precip: Aside from an isolated 10% very light shower 
chance this morning, dry conditions are favored today.
Wind: Winds this morning will continue to stay elevated, 
likely 13-18 MPH sustained with gusts 18-23 MPH 
possible. For the afternoon hours, general easterly winds 
(switching between ESE and ENE) are favored with winds 
5-10 MPH and gusts 10-15 MPH on occasion.
Temps: Highs reach the mid 70s F.
Visibility: Not anticipating fog today.

Precip: Expecting Wednesday to be a dry day.
Wind: Winds from 1-9 AM will be from the NE at 
13-18 MPH with gusts 18-23 MPH. The rest of the 
day winds are 10-15 MPH sustained and turn 
Easterly by 2 PM and SE by sundown.

Ø Isolated chances will be possible starting Friday, however things look rather light and sporadic. Overall temperatures 
expected to be warmer vs normal.

Ø The better track for storm systems looks to be to the north of Houston.  Will likely be some chance of moisture but expecting
below normal amounts.  Temperatures to continue to run above normal.

Ø Continue to anticipate the best storm threat to stay north of the HOU area.  This will keep temperatures up and moisture 
risks at below normal.
