Weather Headlines

Radar/ NWS Alerts: 6:10 AM CT

➢ Rain/storm chances will continue to 

wind down over the next several days 

and mainly confined to the PM hours. 

➢ No tropical activity is favored in the Gulf 

over the next 7-10 days with Danielle 

and Earl remaining in the Atlantic.

➢ Winds to remain  generally calmer with 

any elevated winds/gusts likely coming 

from pockets of stronger precipitation.

Forecast Discussion Precip Forecast: 3 PM CT

Wind Speed 

6 PM CT 
High Temps 

Saturday

Precip: Expecting a 10-20% chance for isolated showers/storms near 

beginning around 2 PM and lasting for the rest of the evening.  Will be a 

mostly dry day for all locations. No severe risks associated with any 

potential precip.

Wind: Variable winds of 5-10 MPH anticipated throughout the morning and 

afternoon Saturday. Winds start out of the NE before flipping more SE come 

~mid-afternoon. From 6 PM until midnight, winds increase to 10-15 MPH 

south of Morgan’s Point. Occasional gusts up to 17 MPH will be possible. 

Temps: High temps Saturday in the mid 80s F near the boarding station 

and in the upper 80s/low 90s F for all other stations.

Visibility: Not anticipating any fog concerns at this time.

Precip: Expecting a 20% chance for scattered 

showers/storms Sunday after 5 PM. Better coverage is 

further into the Gulf and west of Galveston Bay which 

should lead to a mainly dry morning and afternoon.

Wind: Sustained winds out of the WNW Sunday 7-12 MPH. 

Winds become variable and calm to 3-8 MPH around 2PM.

Temps: Sustained winds in the mid 80s F near the 

boarding station and low 90s F at all other stations.

Visibility: Not anticipating any fog concerns at this time.

Forecast Discussion Precip Forecast: 5 AM CT

Wind Speed

4 PM CT High Temps

Precip: 30% chance of showers closer to boarding station in the 

early AM hours. All other stations staying dry until 4 PM. From 4-9

PM, favoring a 20% chance for isolated showers and 

thunderstorms. Limited moisture will keep coverage limited. 

Wind: Sustained Winds out of the NW for all locations will be at 

their peak with 8-13 MPH from 12AM through 8AM Monday 

morning. Anticipating winds to weaken to 3-8MPH for the 

remainder of the period, and veer out of the SE by 6PM. 

Temps: Highs on Monday expected to reach mid 80s near the

boarding station and lower 90’s at all other stations.

Visibility: Not anticipating fog concerns at this time. 



Week 1 Week 2 Week’s 3/4

➢ Temperatures expected to be below normal for the next week.  Daily rainfall chances 

continue as precip move through the area the next couple days.

➢ Week 2 likely features near normal temperatures and below normal precipitation. 

➢ The weeks ¾ timeframe into mid September looks to feature below normal 

temperatures and above normal risks for precip.
