2028
from now until 7 AM. From 7 AM - 12 PM there will be a brief lull in precipitation
before coverage expands from the west. Storms will return in a scattered to
widespread fashion (70%) from 1 PM - 6 PM. After 6 PM a few isolated showers can
linger through 9 PM before conditions dry out for overnight. A few storms can produce
gusts of up to 25 - 30 kts in the early PM.
