Weather Headlines

Radar/NWS Alerts: 4:30 AM CT

Ø Dry conditions favored for the start of 
the week. While a cold front will arrive 
Thursday, better moisture chances look 
to remain to the NE. 

Ø Winds will continue to remain calmer to 
start this week, with not favoring 
sustained winds to get above 15 kts over 
the next few days.

Ø Not favoring any visibility concerns for 
the week at this time.

Precip: Anticipating dry conditions for today.

Wind: Winds out of the N/NE will gradually rotate clockwise out of 
the S/SSE by 4 PM. For Stations N of Morgan’s Point, winds will be 
at 2-7 kts throughout the day. As the winds begin to rotate from N 
to S, winds will be near calm at 1 - 5 kts (10 AM – 5 PM) after the 
shift, winds revert to 2 -7 kts. Winds of 7-12 kts S of Morgan’s Point 
will gradually calm to 4-9 kts by 10 AM and remain at that clip for 
the rest of the day.

High Temps: N of Morgan’s Point: Mid 70s F. S of Morgan’s Point: 
Low 70’s F. 

Visibility: Not anticipating any visibility concerns at this time.



Houston Pilots: Wed. 10/18/2023

Forecast Discussion Precip Image: 3 PM CT

Precip: Favoring dry conditions for all locations Wednesday. A very 
Isolated chance (~10%) for a spotty shower will be possible at the 
Boarding Station from 3 PM - 7 PM. 

Wind: Winds will remain out of the S/SSE throughout the day. For 
Stations N of Morgan’s Point, winds will be at 3-8 kts throughout the 
day, outside of a slight uptick of 5 -10 kts from 3- 7 PM. Winds S of 
Morgan’s Point will begin the day at 3-8 kts then increase to 7 - 12 
kts by 4 PM and remain there the rest of the PM hours.

High Temps: N of Morgan’s Point: 80 F to low 80s F. S of Morgan’s 
Point: Upper 70’s F.

Visibility: Not anticipating any visibility issues currently.

Precip: Dry conditions expected throughout the day Thursday. 

Wind: Winds will veer from the S to the NW throughout the AM 
hours before becoming settling in from the WSW to SW bv 2 
PM. N of Morgan’s Point will be at 3-8 kts the entire day. 
Locations S of Morgan’s Point will start at 5 - 10 kts in the AM 
and increase to 7 - 12 kts by 5 PM. 

High Temps: Warmth continues to build back in. N of Morgan’s 
Point: Mid 80’s F. S of Morgan’s Point:  Upper 70’s/near 80 F 

Visibility: Not anticipating any visibility issues currently.



Next 7 Day Temperature Departure

Ø A dry stretch will be upcoming this week. The next potential rain chance would come Thursday 
via a cold front, but better rain chances look to remain to the NE.  Temperatures are favored 
to remain below normal this week. 

Ø Generally around average rainfall wise and above average temperatures are expected into the 
week 2 timeframe.

Ø Below normal temperatures and above normal chances for precipitation are favored in the 
weeks ¾ timeframe.
