➢ Favoring scattered fog Sunday between 4 – 10 AM (widespread fog 

favored further North of ALL Stations).  The timeframe with the 

greatest potential will be from 5 – 9 AM. 

➢ Anticipating visibility to be reduced to 2 – 4 miles in a patchy 

fashion for stations S of Morgan’s Point through Station 11/12 
(Not expecting fog at the Boarding Station). Localized instances of 

visibility dropping at 1 mile or less cannot be ruled out. 

➢ Anticipating patchy pockets where visibility can be reduced to less 

than 2 miles for stations N of Morgan’s Point. 

➢ Anticipating fog to clear out by 10 AM

Wind: Winds will gradually shift throughout the day, starting from 

the SE and working to out of the North by 10 AM. Winds then shift 

to being out of the SE once again by 3 PM. N of Morgan’s Point: 
Winds will be at 3 – 8 kts throughout the day on Sunday. S of 

Morgan’s Point: Winds at 2 – 7 kts through 12PM before increase 

to 5 – 10 kts for the PM hours on Sunday.

High Temps: N of Morgan’s Point: Mid 80s F. S of Morgan’s Point: 
Upper 70s F to low 80s F. 

Visibility: Patchy to scattered fog will be likely for all stations. Check 

visibility slide above for more information.

Precip: Favoring dry conditions throughout the day Monday.

Wind: Winds will be out of the SE throughout the day on Monday. N 

of Morgan’s Point: Winds will be at 3 –8 kts through 12 PM before 

increasing to 8 – 13 kts for the rest of Monday. S of Morgan’s Point: 
Winds will be at 7- 12 kts through 4 PM before increase to 13 – 18 

kts for the rest of the day Monday. Wind gusts of 20-25 kts will be 

possible for all stations after 12 PM 

High Temps: N of Morgan’s Point: Mid 80s F. S of Morgan’s Point:
Upper 70s/Near 80 F.

Visibility: Not anticipating any visibility issues for Monday.



Next 7 Day Temperature Departure

➢ Temps are expected to be above normal for the week 1 timeframe. Favoring a few 

scattered rain chances to work in mid/late week. 

➢ Above normal temperatures are favored for week 2. Favoring precipitation to be below 

normal. 

➢ Near normal temperatures and below normal precipitation chances are expected for the 

weeks ¾ timeframe.
