Yankee 24 hours prior to predicted sustained winds of 34+ KTS or 6’ wave height PAST

Zulu 12 hours prior to predicted sustained winds of 34+ KTS or 6’ wave height YES

NOTES:

Expecting an increase in wave height moving into the overnight into SAT AM.  The Zulu trigger is expected to 

begin at 9 PM this evening as wave heights are expected to reach the 5 – 6’ range at the Boarding Station by 
9 AM SAT. 

This threat will continue until 3 PM SAT with wave heights on a gradual decrease through early SUN AM.

Misty conditions and patchy fog are expecting to work in this evening 

causing visibilities to be reduced overnight into SAT AM. Confidence is low 

overall on how dense this fog could be. 

N of Morgan’s Point: Best potential to see misty conditions / patchy fog 

with  visibilities of less than 2 miles will be from 9 PM – 3AM. 

S of Morgan’s Point: Best potential to see patchy visibilities of less than 2 

miles will be from 9PM – 4AM. A few isolated risks to see visibilities of 

less than 1 mile possible for brief periods as patchy fog mixes in with 

mist. 

Between ~3 AM – 10 AM for all stations, misty / hazy conditions will be 

the main risk reducing visibility to 2 – 4 miles.

Forecast Discussion Precip Image: 4 PM CT

Wind Speed:

Precip: Isolated (20%) showers / drizzle will be possible from 4AM to 6PM. 

Post 5PM, a line of showers/storms is expected to pass through from 5PM to 

9PM. A few strong to possibly severe storms will be possible within this line. 

Greatest risk will be wind gusts of 40-50 kts.

Wind: Winds will be out of the S/SW through 10PM. After then, winds will 

gradually work to be out of the W/NW. N of Morgan’s Point: Winds will be at 

10 – 15 kts for all of Saturday. S of Morgan’s Point: Winds will be at 13 – 16 

kts for all of Saturday. Non-thunderstorm wind gusts of 23 – 28 kts will be 

possible for all Stations from 3AM to 8PM.

High Temps: N of Morgan’s Point: Upper 70s F. S of Morgan’s Point: Lower 70s 

F.

Visibility: Watching for a low-end risk for patchy fog for all stations through 

4AM!

Sunday. Wind gusts of 20 – 25 kts will be in play for the 

Boarding Station for the entire day.
