Isolated areas less than 0.5-mile 

cannot be ruled out.

For Stations N. of Morgan’s Point, not favoring any fog 

impacts through 11 PM, with sea-fog risks expanding N after 

that time.

Confidence is lower on exact time that fog will start to build in 

for Stations N of Morgan’s Point.
