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Fog, with visibilities of 1 mile or less, is expected for Stations S of Exxon 3 through 9 - 10 AM. For Stations N of Exxon
3, conditions may be more of a mist rather than fog, with visibilities of 1- 2 miles at times but will likely not be dense
in nature.

After 9 - 10 AM, misty conditions will clear out of N of Morgans Point with increasingly patchy/ isolated fog, at times
of 1 mile or less visibilities, from Morgans Point to the Boarding Station through 12 PM. Highest coverage of patchy
fog of less than 1 mile visibility likely exists near the Boarding Station.

Like WED, from 12 - 5 PM offers up the best potential for visibilities of over 1 mile, although isolated/ patchy
instances of fog of 1 mile or less will be possible from Morgans Point to the Boarding station (highest coverage/
lower visibility likely towards the Boarding Station).

Fog once again is expected to increase in coverage/ density from 5 PM and on forStations S of Morgan’s Point.
Widespread visibilities of less than 1 mile are expected to form in the 5 PM - 9 PM window (likely widespread by 9
PM).

For N of Morgan’s Point, conditions are once again likely more misty rather than, foggy but can occasionally have
visibilities <1 mile after 9PM.

Widespread fog will continue through 9 THU PM into FRI AM. Visibilities of 0.5 miles or less will be possible during
this time for Stations S of Morgan’s Point.
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Lower confidence as to how long fog can remain present north of Morgans Point FRI AM - however fog
of less than 1 mile visibility will be possible through roughly 6 - 10 AM FRI. South of Morgans Point, fog
of less than 1 mile visibility will be likely towards 10 AM.

A gradual decrease in coverage/ density is expected from 10 - 12 PM S of Morgans Point. However,

some patches of dense fog of less than 1 mile visibility will likely continue to linger in spots during this

time. "Highest” coverage would be near the Boarding Station and 25/26 during this time. Current
TIMEFRAME thinking is that visibilities during this time will be better (higher) vs that of TUE, WED, and THU.

D ISCUSSED Best window for 1 mile or higher visibility will be from 12 - 5 PM. Still some more isolated patches of 1
mile or less visibility will be possible, primarily near the Boarding station. Current thinking is that

12 AM FRI _ 12 AM visibilities during this time will be better (higher) vs that of TUE, WED, and THU.

SAT From 5 - 9 PM, fog can start to expand, primarily for stations S of Morgans point. Coverage of visibilities
of 1 mile or less are likely patchy during this time with highest coverage towards the Boarding Station.

From 9 PM to into SAT AM visibilities of 1 mile or less will be likely for south of Morgan’s Point.
Confidence is lower for stations north of Morgans Point - with activity being isolated post 11 PM FRI.
