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Visibilities of < 1 miles are in play for all Stations through 8AM, however coverage N of Morgan’s Point is
expected to be more isolated.

A gradual decrease in coverage/ density is expected from 8 AM - 12 PM S of Morgans Point. However,
some patches of dense fog of less than 1 mile visibility will likely continue to linger in spots. "Highest”
coverage would be near the Boarding Station and 25/26. Current thinking is that visibilities from 8AM -
12 PM will be better (higher) vs that of TUE, WED, and THU.

TIMEFRAME THREAT
Best window for 1 mile or higher visibility will be from 12 - 6 PM. Still some more isolated patches of 1

DISC USSED mile or less visibility will be possible, primarily near the Boarding station. Current thinking is that
visibilities through the afternoon will be better (higher) vs that of TUE, WED, and THU.
NOW - 12 AM SAT

From 6 - 9 PM, patchy fog will return, primarily for stations S of Morgan’s Point. Coverage of visibilities
of 1 mile or less are likely patchy with highest coverage towards the Boarding Station.

From 9 PM into SAT AM visibilities of 1 mile or less will be likely for S of Morgan’s Point. Confidence is

lower in coverage for stations N of Morgans Point but isolated visibilities of 1 - 2 miles are in play from
9PM into SAT AM.
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Patchy sea fog will be in play S of Morgan’s Point with visibilities <1 mile
throughout the AM hours. For Stations N of Morgan’s Point, conditions are
favored to be mistier rather than foggy, however visibilities of 1 - 2 miles are

in play through 10AM.

By 10AM, fog S of Morgan’s Point will likely become more broken up in nature
and less dense. For the most part, conditions will likely be mostly clear,
however, a few isolated instances of visibilities <2 miles will still be in play

from 10AM to 9PM.

After 9PM, fog may be able to build back into Stations S of Morgan’s Point,
however, confidence is lower than normal on if this can happen due to warmer

temperatures.

Very localized instances of fog will be in
play through 3 AM before a front rolls
through. Confidence is lower on how dense
fog risks will be.
