Confidence is low on how long fog can linger into WED 

afternoon. Scattered light showers will likely assist in 

dissipating the fog. Visibilities < 1 mile possible. 
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Fog will be possible for Stations S of 

Morgan’s Point through 3PM, with mist 

possible N of Morgan’s Point.

Low Temps: N of Morgan’s Point: Low 60s F. S of Morgan’s 

Point: Near 60 F. 

Visibility: Fog is anticipated to build back in after 11PM TUE 

and continue into WED AM.

Wind: Winds will start the day out of the S/SW, becoming variable 

in direction after 6AM with the tendency to blow out of the N. N of 

Morgan’s Point: Winds of 2 – 7 kts through the day. S of Morgan’s 

Point: Winds of 2 – 7 kts.

High Temps: N of Morgan’s Point: High 70s F. S of Morgan’s Point: 

High 60s / near 70 F.  

Visibility: Isolated pockets of fog in play WED AM, however, clouds 

and rain may help mitigate the risk.

Precip: Dry conditions favored Thursday.

Wind: Winds will be out of the N, shifting clockwise from 3AM - 

12PM and settling out of the SE. N of Morgan’s Point: Winds of 

2 – 7 kts. S of Morgan’s Point: Winds of 5 – 10 kts. 

High Temps: N of Morgan’s Point: Mid 70s F. S of Morgan’s 

Point: Mid to Upper 60s F.

Visibility: Fog is possible throughout the day Thursday, with the 

better risk for sea fog S of Morgan’s Point in the afternoon 

hours.
