Forecast Discussion
Precip: Isolated showers possible from through 6PM. Lightning will 
be a risk. Scattered storms are then expected from 6PM – 11PM. A 
few severe storms with wind gusts of 45+ kts, small hail, heavy 
downpours, and an isolated tornado from 8 PM – 11 PM. 

Wind: Winds out of the SE through 6 PM, out of the S until storms 
arrive at 8 PM. N of Morgan’s Point: Winds of 15 – 20 kts. S of 
Morgan’s Point: Winds of 15 – 20 kts. Non-thunderstorm gusts up 
to 35 kts possible through 11 PM for all Stations. 

Low Temps: N of Morgan’s Point: Upper 50s F. S of Morgan’s Point:
Upper 50s F. 

Visibility: Reduced visibilities under heavy downpours possible.

N of Morgan’s Point: Winds of 5 – 10 kts through the 
day, 11 – 16 kts from 9 AM – 4PM. Gusts to 20 kts through the 
day, briefly 22 – 27 kts from 8 AM – 1 PM. S of Morgan’s Point: 
Winds of 10 – 15 kts . Gusts to 25 kts in play through the day, 
briefly up to 35 kts from 8AM – 1PM. 

High Temps: N of Morgan’s Point: Low to Mid 70s F. S of Morgan’s 
Point: Mid to Upper 60s F.
