(visibilities ~1 mile) from 3 AM – 9 AM TUE AM. 

Stations S of Morgan’s Point can see a few isolated pockets of fog 

linger in the Bay through the day on TUE, however scattered 

showers are anticipated to greatly mitigate this and keep fog 

reduced to isolated pockets for a couple-hour increments at a time 

at worst. The Bay is anticipated to see predominantly CLEAR 

conditions from 12 PM – 9 PM. Still, visibilities to 1 mile can be in 

play from any pockets. Denser fog is anticipated S of Morgan’s 

Point from 9 PM until overnight thunderstorms arrive.

Forecast Discussion

Precip: A few showers through 12 PM, and scattered thunderstorms after 1 

PM. The main wave of storms is anticipated after 11 PM. 

Wind: Winds gradually turning from out of the SE to SW through the day. N of 

Morgan’s Point: Winds of 5- 10 kts through 10 AM, increasing to 10 – 15 kts 

through 6 PM. S of Morgan’s Point: Winds of 10 – 15 kts through the day with 

winds of 13 – 18 kts at the Boarding Station from 5 – 8 AM. Gusts of 20 kts 

possible through the day for ALL Stations, with gusts of 23 – 28 kts from 9 AM 

– 5 PM. 

High Temps: N of Morgan’s Point: Low 70s F. S of Morgan’s Point: Mid 60s F.

Visibility: Isolated pockets of Fog N of Morgan’s Point through 9 AM, and in the 

Bay thereafter through the day. Greatest risk will be in the Bay tonight after 9 

PM before the main line of thunderstorms arrive.

Precip: Thunderstorms exiting completely by 5 AM. Dry thereafter. 

Wind: Winds out of the N through the day. N of Morgan’s Point: Winds of 

8 – 13 kts through the day. S of Morgan’s Point: Winds of 18 – 23 kts 

through 4 AM, lowering to 8 – 13 kts thereafter. Boarding Station: Winds 

of 20 – 25 kts through 7 AM, then 10 – 15 kts thereafter. Gusts of 22 – 

27 kts through 3 AM for ALL Stations (28 – 33 kts at the Boarding 

Station), and 18 – 23 kts through the day.

AM, 8 – 13 kts thereafter. Gusts of 18 – 23 kts through 6 AM. 

Boarding Station: Winds of 14 – 19 kts through 6 AM, then 10 

– 15 kts thereafter. Gusts of 18 – 23 kts through 6 AM.
