Station 11/12 & Boarding Station: Dense sea fog continues to linger at the 
Boarding Station through Saturday night into Sunday morning. Fog favored to 
briefly improve to more of a haze from 9 AM onwards, with a couple brief 
periods of fog with visibilities <1 mile in on-and-off pockets.

PM – 6 PM. S of Morgan’s Point: Winds of 6 – 11 kts through the 
day.

High Temps: N of Morgan’s Point: Upper 70s F. S of Morgan’s Point: 
Mid 70s F. 

Visibility: Fog will be possible through 11 AM for ALL Stations, with
haze lingering at the Boarding Station through the day. Fog to build 
back in for ALL Stations gradually after 6 PM.

Winds of 3 – 8 kts through 11 AM, increasing slightly to 6 – 11 kts 
thereafter. Wind gusts of 17 - 22 kts will be expected between 
11AM - 6PM. S of Morgan’s Point: Winds of 7 – 12 kts through the 
day, increasing to 12 – 17 kts after 6 PM. 

High Temps: N of Morgan’s Point: Upper 70s F. S of Morgan’s Point: 
Mid 70s F. 

Visibility: Fog will be possible for ALL Stations through 11AM 
Monday and becoming more isolated through 6PM. Fog will build 
back in for ALL stations after 6PM.
