Stations N of Morgan’s Point: No fog risks are favored for these stations. 
Confidence remains higher than normal.  

Stations S of Morgan’s Point: Confidence is lower than normal for timing 
of fog potential. 10PM – 8AM will be the favored timeframe for patchy 
fog with visibilities of less than 2 miles. Winds will become weaker later 
in the AM, ending the risk earlier. 

Boarding Station: Warmer water temperatures will aid in keeping sea 
fog risks patchier in nature. NOW through 11AM SAT will be the 
timeframe to watch for intermittent periods of reduced visibilities of less 
than 2 miles. Visibilities can reach less than 1 mile at times between  12 
– 8 AM SAT.

Precip: A few isolated thundershowers possible through the day, 
with likeliest timing between 4 PM – 10 PM. 

Wind: Winds will be out of the SE through the day. N of Morgan’s 
Point: Winds of 8 – 13 kts through the day, briefly 11 – 16 kts from 
2 – 6 PM. Gusts of 21 – 26 kts to continue through the evening. S 
of Morgan’s Point: Winds of 9 – 14 kts. Gusts of 20 – 25 kts 
through the day. 

Low Temps: N of Morgan’s Point: Low 80s F. S of Morgan’s Point: 
Mid 70s F.

Visibility: Patchy fog risks after 8PM for S of Morgan’s Point.

Precip: Scattered thunderstorms and downpours possible from 2PM –
10PM before more widespread activity arrives. A line of strong to severe 
storms after 10 PM with heavy rain, lightning, hail, and gusts to 40+ kts. 

Wind: Winds will be out of the SE. N of Morgan’s Point: Winds of 5 – 10 
kts, briefly 8 – 13 kts from 11 AM – 4 PM. Gusts of 20 – 25 kts through 
12 PM. S of Morgan’s Point: Winds of 6 – 11 kts. Gusts of 18 – 23 kts 
through 12 PM.

High Temps: N of Morgan’s Point: Low 80s F. S of Morgan’s Point: Mid 
70s F. 

Visibility: Patchy fog in the Bay through 8AM possible. 



Houston Pilots: SUN. 03/08/2026

Forecast Discussion Precip Image: 4 AM CT

Precip: A line of strong to severe storms will linger through 7 AM with 
heavy rain, lightning, hail, and gusts to 40+ kts. Light rain can remain 
until 10 AM. 

Wind: Winds out of the SE through 3 AM, variable through 9 AM, and out 
of the NW through 4 PM. Winds back to out of the SE thereafter. N of 
Morgan’s Point: Winds of 3 – 8 kts. S of Morgan’s Point: Winds of 5 – 10 
kts through the day, briefly 8 – 13 kts from 2 PM – 6 PM.

High Temps: N of Morgan’s Point: Upper 70s F. S of Morgan’s Point: Mid 
70s F. 

Visibility: We are not favoring any fog concerns for Sunday.
