Ø Patchy fog will be in play for all stations 

through late Sunday AM – early Sunday 
afternoon. 

Ø Scattered showers and storms will be 
possible over the next 36 hours. 

Ø Sea fog will return Sunday night into 
Monday AM. This will be the final day for 
this round.

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Stations N of Morgan’s Point: A front is currently sitting over these stations. 
This will allow for continuous shower chances, keeping isolated fog (visibilities 
of 2-4 miles) in play from 4AM – 9AM CDT only. 

Stations S of Morgan’s Point: Patchy fog with visibilities of 1-3 miles likely
from 3AM – 12PM CDT. Intermittent breaks of 1-2 hours will be possible for
these stations given occasional scattered showers. Localized risks to see
visibilities of less than 0.5 miles also possible. Confidence lowest in this zone. 

11/12 & Boarding Station: Confidence highest in this zone given current
position of showers. Patchy, dense sea fog will be possible from 1AM – 1PM  
CDT due to water temperatures and winds. Even so, we expect fog to remain 
patchy, with the risk being an earlier exit thanks to additional storm coverage 
early Sunday afternoon.

Today

Precip: Scattered showers and thunderstorms will continue to be possible, 
mainly N of Morgan’s Point through 8AM. After this, we will see scattered 
showers and thunderstorms be possible for all stations through at least 7PM 
before the front exits the area. 

Wind: Winds highly variable through the day as a front sits over the area. After
6PM, winds will establish themselves out of the southeast. N of Morgan’s 
Point: Winds of 3 – 6 kts. S of Morgan’s Point: Winds of 3 – 8 kts through the 
day, increasing to 5 – 10kts after 8PM. 

High Temps: N of Morgan’s Point: Mid 70s F. S of Morgan’s Point: Upper 60s F. 

Visibility: Patchy sea fog to be possible through 1PM (See Visibility slide for
more). Patchy sea fog risks likely to work back in for all stations beyond 10PM, 
although confidence is low.

Forecast Discussion Precip Image: 1 PM CT

Precip: A few scattered showers and thunderstorms possible from 
10 AM – 6 PM. 

Wind: Winds to transition from out of the SE to SW from 10AM –
4PM. N of Morgan’s Point: Winds of 3 – 8 kts through 2 PM, 
increasingly slightly to 5 – 10 kts thereafter. S of Morgan’s Point: 7 
– 12 kts through the day.

High Temps: N of Morgan’s Point: Low 80s F. S of Morgan’s Point: 
Low to Mid 70s F. 

Visibility: Patchy fog possible, mainly in the bay through 9AM 
Monday.

Precip: Favoring dry conditions for your area. 

Wind: Winds will be out of the S/SW through the day. N of 
Morgan’s Point: Winds of 8 – 13 kts. S of Morgan’s Point: 
Winds of 8 – 13 kts. Wind gusts up to 20-25 kts for ALL 
Stations after 9AM. 

High Temps: N of Morgan’s Point: Lower 80s F. S of 
Morgan’s Point: Low to mid 70s F.
