Stations N of Morgan’s Point: Misty conditions can persist throughout much of 

the day, reducing visibilities to 2 – 3 miles at times. No dense fog expected. 

Stations S of Morgan’s Point: Patchy fog will be possible through 10AM, with 

visibilities of less than 1 mile possible. Intermittent breaks will be in play. The 

risk is that patches of fog can linger at 63/64 to 37/38 through 12PM.

25/26 to the Boarding Station: Dense fog with visibilities of less than 1 mile 

have built into Station 11/12 and 25/26. At the Boarding Station, visibilities 

are expected to be slightly better at 1 - 2 miles of visibility. Intermittent breaks 

will be in play. These risks can linger through ~12PM before becoming more 

isolated. Fog risks may be able to continue throughout the afternoon; however, 

I would favor visibilities to stay above 1 mile after 12PM. Confidence is low on 

this risk due to warmer water temperatures.

Stations N of Morgan’s Point: No fog favored for these stations. 

Stations S of Morgan’s Point: Patchy fog will be possible from 

10PM – 6AM. Visibilities of less than 2 miles will be possible. 

Confidence remains low in coverage and timing due to warmer 

water temperatures. 

11/12 & Boarding Station: Patchy, dense fog with visibilities of 

less than 1 mile to be possible from 8PM MON – 8AM TUE. Fog 

is favored to end by 8AM TUE given favorable shift in wind 

direction.

Forecast Discussion Precip Image: 5 PM CT

Precip: A few scattered showers and thunderstorms possible from 2 

PM – 7 PM. Most stay N of Station 11/12. 

Wind: Winds will be from the S, wobbling between the SE and the S 

from 2AM – 8AM as a front pushes south. N of Morgan’s Point: 

Winds of 3 – 8 kts through 2 PM, increasingly slightly to 5 – 10 kts 

thereafter. S of Morgan’s Point: 7 – 12 kts through the day.

High Temps: N of Morgan’s Point: Low 80s F. S of Morgan’s Point: 

Low to Mid 70s F. 

Visibility: Patchy fog to linger through ~12PM with additional risks

Forecast Discussion

Precip: Favoring light scattered shower risks to remain north of all 

Stations. 

Wind: Winds will be out of the S/SSE through the day. N of 

Morgan’s Point: Winds of 6 – 11 kts. S of Morgan’s Point: Winds of 

8 – 13 kts, increasing to 12 – 16 kts after 9PM. Wind gusts up to 

20-25 kts for ALL Stations after 2PM. 

High Temps: N of Morgan’s Point: Lower 80s F. S of Morgan’s Point: 

Low to mid 70s F.

Visibility: Patchy fog possible for Stations S of Morgan’s Point 

through 8AM. Visibilities < 2 mile possible.

Precip: Favoring scattered storms and downpours to work in from 5 – 11PM. 

While confidence is lower on coverage and exact timing, we are favoring 

damaging winds of 35-50 kts and brief tornadoes to be possible for all 

stations.  

Wind: Winds will be primarily out of the south. N of Morgan’s Point: Winds of 8 

– 13 kts through 11AM before increasing to 13 – 18kts for the remainder of 

the day. S of Morgan’s Point: Winds of 15-20kts favored for the entire day. 

Gusts of up to 30kts for all stations possible after 8AM.  

High Temps: N of Morgan’s Point: Low 80s F. S of Morgan’s Point: Low to mid 

70s F. 

Visibility: No fog risks are favored. 



Next 7 Day Temperature Departure

➢ Above normal temps are favored over the next 7 days, with scattered storm risks 

through mid week.

➢ Above normal temperatures and near normal rain chances in the Week 2 period.

➢ Much above normal temperatures and above normal rainfall expected for mid to 

late March.
