– 23 kts from 8 AM – 11 AM and 20 – 25 kts after 6 PM. S of Morgan’s 

Point: Winds of 10 – 15 kts through 2 PM, increasing to 14 – 19 kts 

from 2 PM – 8 PM.  Gusts of 18 – 23 kts through 3 PM, increasing to 22 

– 27 kts thereafter, primarily S of Morgan’s Point.

S of 

Morgan’s Point: Winds of 8 – 13 kts through 4 AM, then 5 – 10 

kts through 6 PM, with winds back to 8 – 13 kts thereafter.

Next 7 Day Temperature Departure

➢ Above normal temps are favored over the next 7 days, with dry conditions favored 

through the week. 

➢ Above normal temperatures and slightly above normal rain chances in the Week 

2 period.

➢ Much above normal temperatures and above normal rainfall expected for late 

early April.
