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Houston Pilots Visibility Report

Stations N of Morgan’s Point: Dense fog is not favored; 

however misty conditions can lead to lowered visibilities of 2 –

3 miles from 9PM Tuesday to 10AM Wednesday. 

S of Morgan’s Point: Misty conditions continue to linger at the 

Boarding Station, dropping visibilities to <2 miles. Dense fog is 

expected to build at the Boarding Station after ~7PM, 

gradually spreading northward into the Bay, reaching Morgan’s 

Point by 1AM. Visibilities <1 mile will be in play, with pockets 

of visibilities dropping to <0.50-mile at times. Fog is expected 

to clear out by 11AM WED. 
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No fog is favored, however, misty 

conditions will be likely throughout the day.
